FOCUS ON: THE SEDER MEAL
Looking forward to Holy Week within the Parish, just a few words about our Seder meal that will be celebrated at Holy Trinity on Tuesday 30 March at 6.30pm. All are welcome

The Seder meal is an international ritual based on Jewish law and traditionally held on the first night of Passover. Passover is the feast of freedom and redemption celebrating God’s redemptive liberation of Israel from slavery and spiritual misery.

It is based on the narrative of the exodus of the Israelites from Egypt: 
[Exodus 13:8] 

I do this because of what the Lord did for me when I came out of Egypt.

The Seder meal includes all the symbolic customs, such as drinking four cups of wine, eating matza bread and partaking of the significant foods from the Passover Seder plate. 

Therefore I say to the children of Israel, I am the Lord.

I will deliver you from the burdens of the Egyptians 

and deliver you from their bondage. 

I will redeem you with an outstretched arm and with mighty acts of chastisement.



I will take you as my people and I will be your God’
